Romové na archivnich
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Soubor historickych snimkd nékolika rdznych autort umoznuje nahlédnout do davno
minulého Zivota RomU. Fotografie, které vznikly v rozmezi konce 19. stol. az Ctvrté
desetileti 20. stol., zachycuji Romy v Cechdach, na Moravé, ale hlavné na Slovensku a

v Uhrach, Podkarpatské Rusi a ojedinéle také v Rumunsku, odkud k nam prave pres

Uhry a Slovensko pfichdzela valna ¢ast kocovnych Romu.

Fotografie zachycuji Romy jesté v relativné dosti tradic¢ni podobé, nejen dle uprav
zevnejsku, ale i zpusobu zivota a obzivy. Znamenal tento z naseho pohledu romanticky
svét pro Romy opravdu krasné ¢asy? Na jedné strané mnoho Romu dosud vyuzivalo
svobody kocovani, jini naopak prave v této dobé nebo jiz o néco drive zacinali hledat
trvaly domov — pokouseli se usadit. K usazeni vedla Romy krom jiného neutuchajici
lidska touha po lepSim zivote, kocovani vedle volnosti totiz pfinaselo i obdobi

hladu a bidy, a to zejména v zimé. Uspésné se Romové usazovali zejména v oblasti
jihovychodni Moravy, na Slovensku i v Uhrach, v Cechach naopak prakticky viibec.
Tradi¢ni koCovnici se postupem casu dostavali stale vice pod Uredni a Cetnickou
kontrolu. Zejména v dobé prvni Ceskoslovenské republiky (1918-1938), kdy vesel

v platnost Zakon o potulnych cikanech (1927). AC mél branit spole¢nost,jen” proti
,Cikanskym tulakdm’, nakonec jeho dusledky postihly Romy vSechny — vCetneé téch
usedlych. Prakticky vsichni Romové od 14 let méli napfisté prokazovat svoji totoznost
cikanskou legitimaci, cesty kocovnych skupin byly pod cetnickym dozorem. Zakon

ale nemél v umyslu kocovani rusit, protoze ,nebylo prostoru, kam by mohli byt cikani
umisténi’. Ona totiz i snaha nékterych romskych rodin usadit se nebyla okolnim
obyvatelstvem pfijimana s nadsenim.

Na snimcich zachycena dnes tak pestra doba ,krasnych romskych ¢asd” az na nepatrné
vyjimky konci v roce 1943, tedy v dobé, kdy v celé zobrazené oblasti jiz naplno

propukl tzv. romsky holocaust. V jeho ramci byli Romové z Cech a Moravy (respektive z
Protektordtu Cechy a Morava) odsunuti do koncentra¢niho tadbora v Osvétimi. Romové
v samostatném slovenském state byli perzekuovani gardisty, zafazovani do pracovnich
Utvard a nakonec i do,zajistovaciho tédbora pro Cikany” v Dubnici nad Vahom nebo
masakrovani némeckou armadou. Romové z Madarska byli posilani do koncentra¢niho
tabora Dachau. Podobné a mnohdy jeste hire dopadla vetsina evropskych Romd,
zejména téch, ktefi zili na Uzemich nalezejicich ¢i podléhajicich Nemecké fisi. Celkem se
odhaduje kolem pual miliénu romskych obeéti druné svétoveé valky.

Po druhé svétoveé valce se zivot RomU v mnohém radikalne zmeénil... Kocovani bylo u

nas trvale zakdzano v roce 1959,

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Seautiful Times...?
Roma in Archival Photography

The collection of historical snapshots comes from several different authors and offers
an insight into the long-gone life of the Roma. The photographs- which were taken
mostly between the end of the 19th century and 1940s- depict Roma in Bohemia,
Moravia and mostly in Hungary, Subcarpathian Russia nad Romania from where many
of the Roma migrated to the central Europe.
The photographs show still relatively tradicional lifestyle of the Roma — visible in their
appearance, living conditions, preparation of food. Was this world (now perceived as
J;omantic”) the beautiful time for the Roma? On the one side, many of the Roma could
take an advantage of the unbound nomadism. On the other side, many of had already
settled down or were about to do so it this period. The motives for settling down
derived from the unceasing desire for a better life; having a nomadic life meant not
only freedom but also periods of hunger and poverty, particularly in the winter. The
Roma have been successfully settling in Southeastern Moravia, Slovakia and Hungary —
in Bohemia it was very rare.
All the traditional nomads have been gradually subjugated with the bureaucratic
control of the police, especially during the first Czechoslovak Republic (1918 — 1938)
when Law 117 of 1927 (Law of Nomadic Gypsies) was put into praktice. Even though
this law was supposed to protect society ,only” from,gypsy wanderers’, it consequently
affected all Roma, including the settled ones. After its institutionalization, all Roma had
to identify themselves with the so-called,gypsy ID" and the routes of the wanderers
fell under strict control of the police. That is, this very law was not issued to prohibit
nomadism since there was,no space where the gypsies could be placed” since
attempts to settle down were not always appreciated by the local population, either.
The ,beautiful times” depicted in the photographs all ended in 1943, that is the time
when the Romani holocaust broke out in all areas shown. During that period, most
of the Roma from Bohemia an Moravia were transferred to the conctration camp in
Auschwitz. In Slovakia, they were persecuted by the state guards, kept in forced-labor
camps and later also into the ,custodial camp for Gypsies” in Dubnica nad Vahom or
killed by the Nazi army; Roma from Hungary were sent to the concentration camp
in Dachau. Similar and sometimes much worse was the fate of most of the European
Roma, especially of those living within the German Reich. The estimated number of
Roma killed during the world war is over 500 thousand.
After the war the life changed radically.. nomadism was in Czechoslovakia totally

forbidden in 1959.
